I nvestment Objective

The ROBO Globad™ Robotics and Automation Index ETF (the “Fund”) seeks to provide
investment results that, before fees and expenses, correspond generally to the price and yield
performance of the ROBO Global ™ Robotics and Automation Index (the “Index”).

Fees and Expenses

Example

This Example is intended to help you compare the cost of investing in the Fund with the cost of
investing in other funds.

Portfolio Turnover

The Fund pays transaction costs, such as commissions, when it buys and sells securities (or
“turns over” its portfolio). A higher portfolio turnover rate may indicate higher transaction costs
and may result in higher taxes when Fund Shares are held in a taxable account. These costs,
which are not reflected in annual fund operating expenses or in the Example, affect the Fund's
performance. For the fiscal year ended April 30, 2016, the Fund’s portfolio turnover rate was
25% of the average value of its portfolio.




Principal | nvestment Strategies

The Fund will normally invest at least 80% of its total assets in securities of the Index or in
depositary receipts representing securities of the Index. The Index is designed to measure the
performance of robotics-related and/or automation-related companies. Companies eligible for
inclusion in the Index will derive a portion of revenues and profits from robotics-related and/or
automation-related products and/or services, as determined by the Index Provider, ROBO
Globa™ (“Robotics and Automation Companies’). Such products and/or services include any
technology, service or device that supports, aids or contributes, in any capacity, to any type of
robot, robotic action and/or automation system process, software or management. Examples of
such products and/or services include unmanned vehicles, software that enables virtualized
product design and implementation, three-dimensional printers, navigation systems, and medical
robots or robotic instruments. Under normal circumstances, the Fund will invest at least 80% of
its net assets, plus the amount of any borrowings for investment purposes, in securities of
Robotics and Automation Companies. This investment policy may be changed without
shareholder approval, upon 60 days' notice to shareholders.

Eligible Index components are common and preferred equity securities of Robotics and
Automation Companies that have a market capitalization exceeding $200 million at the time of
inclusion on the Index and a minimum trailing 1-year average daily volume of $200,000. Index
components are selected from a proprietary database of Robotics and Automation Companies
that are organized into two general categories. technologies and applications. Robotics and
Automation Companies are categorized as technologies if they manufacture or provide services
related to any machinery, equipment, devices or sensors supporting a robot performing its task.
Robotics and Automation Companies are also categorized as technologies if they provide key-
enabling software and processing technologies used to advance the conversion to autonomous
systems. Robotics and Automation Companies are categorized as applications if they
incorporate multiple robotic and automation technologies into their product or manufacturing
process to improve efficiency in traditiona business lines as well as the development of entirely
new business propositions. Each category’s representation in the Index varies. The Index
consists of a mix of “bellwether” stocks, securities which the Index Provider believes are
indicative of the performance of Robotics and Automation Companies as a whole, and “non-
bellwether” stocks, securities of companies that have a distinct segment of their business
involved in robotics-related and/or automation-related products and/or services, that the Index
Provider believes will drive higher revenues as such products and/or services expand. Index
components are generally weighted 40% bellwether stocks and 60% non-bellwether stocks at the
time of the Index rebalance. The Index consists of securities of both U.S. and foreign issuers,
including securities of issuers located in emerging market countries. The Index Provider
expects, under normal circumstances, at least 40% of the Index components to represent
securities of non-U.S. issuers. As of the date of this Prospectus, a significant portion of the
Index consists of securities of Japanese issuers. The Index is rebalanced and additions are made
quarterly. Deletions from the Index may be made at any time due to changes in business,
mergers, acquisitions, bankruptcies, suspensions, de-listings and spin-offs, or for other reasons as
determined at the sole discretion of the Index Provider. The Index is unmanaged and cannot be
invested in directly.



The Fund employs a “passive management” investment strategy in seeking to achieve its
investment objective. The Fund generally will use a replication methodology, meaning it will
invest in al of the securities comprising the Index in proportion to the weightings in the Index.
However, the Fund may utilize a sampling methodology under various circumstances where it
may not be possible or practicable to purchase al of the securities in the Index. Exchange
Traded Concepts, LLC (the “Adviser”) expects that over time, if the Fund has sufficient assets,
the correlation between the Fund' s performance, before fees and expenses, and that of the Index
will be 95% or better. A figure of 100% would indicate perfect correlation.

The Fund may invest up to 20% of its assets in investments that are not included in the Index, but
which the Adviser and Vident Investment Advisory, LLC (the “Sub-Adviser”) believe will help
the Fund track the Index. Such investments include cash and cash equivalents, including money
market funds.

The Fund will concentrate its investments (i.e., invest more than 25% of its total assets) in a
particular industry or group of industries to approximately the same extent that the Index
concentrates in an industry or group of industries. As of the date of this Prospectus, the Index is
concentrated in the technology and industrials sectors.

The Index Provider is not affiliated with the Fund, the Adviser or the Sub-Adviser. The Index
Provider developed the methodology for determining the securities to be included in the Index
and for the ongoing maintenance of the Index. The Index is calculated by Solactive A.G., which
isnot affiliated with the Fund, the Adviser or the Sub-Adviser.

Principal Risks

Aswith all funds, a shareholder is subject to the risk that his or her investment could lose money.
An investment in the Fund is not a bank deposit and is not insured or guaranteed by the FDIC or
any government agency. The principal risks affecting shareholders’ investments in the Fund are
set forth below.

Authorized Participants, Market Makers and Liquidity Providers Concentration Risk: The Fund
has alimited number of financial institutions that may act as Authorized Participants. In addition,
there may be a limited number of market makers and/or liquidity providers in the marketplace.
To the extent either of the following events occur, the Shares may trade at a material discount to
NAV and possibly face delisting: (i) Authorized Participants exit the business or otherwise
become unable to process creation and/or redemption orders and no other Authorized
Participants step forward to perform these services, or (ii) market makers and/or liquidity
providers exit the business or significantly reduce their business activities and no other entities
step forward to perform their functions.

Common Sock Risk: Common stock holds the lowest priority in the capital structure of a
company, and therefore takes the largest share of the company’s risk and its accompanying
volatility. An adverse event, such as an unfavorable earnings report, may depress the value of a
particular common stock. Also, prices of common stocks are sensitive to general market
movements.



Currency Exchange Rate Risk: The Fund may invest arelatively large percentage of its assetsin
securities denominated in non-U.S. currencies. Changes in currency exchange rates and the
relative value of non-U.S. currencies will affect the value of the Fund’ s investment and the value
of your Fund Shares. Because the Fund’s net asset value (“NAV”) is determined in U.S. dollars,
the Fund’s NAV could decline if the currency of the non-U.S. market in which the Fund invests
depreciates against the U.S. dollar, even if the value of the Fund's holdings, measured in the
foreign currency, increases. Currency exchange rates can be very volatile and can change
quickly and unpredictably. As a result, the value of an investment in the Fund may change
quickly and without warning and you may lose money.

Early Close/Trading Halt Risk: An exchange or market may close or issue trading halts on
specific securities, or the ability to buy or sell certain securities or financia instruments may be
restricted, which may result in the Fund being unable to buy or sell certain securities or financial
instruments. In such circumstances, the Fund may be unable to rebalance its portfolio, may be
unable to accurately price its investments and/or may incur substantial trading losses.

Emerging Markets Securities Risk: Emerging markets are subject to greater market volatility,
lower trading volume, political and economic instability, uncertainty regarding the existence of
trading markets and more governmental limitations on foreign investment than more devel oped
markets. In addition, securities in emerging markets may be subject to greater price fluctuations
than securities in more developed markets. The Fund’'s investment in securities of foreign
companies may be in the form of depositary receipts or other securities convertible into securities
of foreign issuers.

Foreign Securities Risk:  Investments in non-U.S. securities involve certain risks that may not be
present with investments in U.S. securities. For example, investments in non-U.S. securities may
be subject to risk of loss due to foreign currency fluctuations or to expropriation, nationalization
or adverse political or economic developments. Foreign securities may have relatively low
market liquidity and decreased publicly available information about issuers. Investmentsin non-
U.S. securities a'so may be subject to withholding or other taxes and may be subject to additional
trading, settlement, custodial, and operational risks. Non-U.S. issuers may also be subject to
inconsistent and potentialy less stringent accounting, auditing, financial reporting and investor
protection standards than U.S. issuers. These and other factors can make investments in the
Fund more volatile and potentially less liquid than other types of investments.

Geographic Investment Risk: To the extent the Fund invests a significant portion of its assetsin
the securities of companies of a single country or region, it is more likely to be impacted by
events or conditions affecting that country or region.

Investing in Japan Risk: As of the date of this Prospectus, a significant portion of the
Index consists of securities of Japanese issuers. The growth of Japan’s economy has
historically lagged that of its Asian neighbors and other major developed economies. The
Japanese economy is heavily dependent on international trade and has been adversely
affected by trade tariffs, other protectionist measures, competition from emerging
economies and the economic conditions of its trading partners. China has become an
important trading partner with Japan, yet the countries' political relationship has become



strained. Should political tension increase, it could adversely affect the economy,
especialy the export sector, and destabilize the region as a whole. Japan also remains
heavily dependent on oil imports, and higher commodity prices could therefore have a
negative impact on the economy.

Index Tracking Risk: The Fund’s return may not match or achieve a high degree of correlation
with the return of the Index. To the extent the Fund utilizes a sampling approach, it may
experience tracking error to agreater extent than if the Fund sought to replicate the Index.

Industry Concentration Risk: Because the Fund’s assets will be concentrated in an industry or
group of industries to the extent that the Index concentrates in a particular industry or group of
industries, the Fund is subject to loss due to adverse occurrences that may affect that industry or
group of industries.

Industrials Sector Risk: Stock prices for industrials companies are affected by supply and
demand both for their specific product or service and for industrials sector products in
genera. Government regulation, world events, exchange rates and economic conditions,
technological developments and liabilities for environmental damage and general civil
liabilities will likewise affect the performance of these companies.

Technology Sector Risk: The Fund is subject to the risk that market or economic factors
impacting technology companies and companies that rely heavily on technology
advances could have a major effect on the value of the Fund’s investments. The value of
stocks of technology companies and companies that rely heavily on technology is
particularly vulnerable to rapid changes in technology product cycles, rapid product
obsolescence, government regulation and competition, both domestically and
internationally, including competition from foreign competitors with lower production
costs.

I ssuer-Specific Risk: Fund performance depends on the performance of individua securities to
which the Fund has exposure. Issuer-specific events, including changes in the financial condition
of an issuer, can have a negative impact on the value of the Fund.

Large-Capitalization Risk: Returns on investments in securities of large companies could trail
the returns on investments in securities of smaller and mid-sized companies.

Liquidity Risk: Liquidity risk exists when particular Fund investments are difficult to purchase
or sell. This can reduce the Fund's returns because the Fund may be unable to transact at
advantageous times or prices.

Management Risk: Because the Fund may not fully replicate the Index and may hold fewer than
the total number of securities in the Index and may hold securities not included in the Index, the
Fund is subject to management risk. This is the risk that the Sub-Adviser’'s security selection
process, which is subject to a number of constraints, may not produce the intended results.



Market Risk: The values of equity securities in the Index could decline generaly or could
underperform other investments.

Micro-Capitalization Risk: The micro-capitalization companies in which the Fund may invest
may be more vulnerable to adverse business or economic events than larger, more established
companies, and may underperform other segments of the market or the equity market as awhole.
Securities of micro-capitalization companies generaly trade in lower volumes, are often more
vulnerable to market volatility, and are subject to greater and more unpredictable price changes
than larger capitalization stocks or the stock market as awhole.

Non-Diversification Risk: The Fund is non-diversified, meaning that, as compared to a
diversified fund, it can invest a greater percentage of its assets in securities issued by or
representing a small number of issuers. As aresult, the performance of these issuers can have a
substantial impact on the Fund’ s performance.

Passive Investment Risk: The Fund is not actively managed and therefore the Fund would not
sell shares of an equity security due to current or projected underperformance of a security,
industry or sector, unless that security is removed from the Index or the selling of shares is
otherwise required upon arebal ancing of the Index.

Preferred Securities Risk: Preferred securities are subordinated to bonds and other debt
instruments in a company’s capital structure and therefore will be subject to greater credit risk
than those debt instruments. In addition, preferred securities are subject to other risks, such as
having no or limited voting rights, being subject to special redemption rights, having
distributions deferred or skipped, having limited liquidity, changing tax treatments and possibly
being in heavily regulated industries.

Robotics and Automation Companies Risk: The Fund invests primarily in the equity securities of
Robotics and Automation Companies and, as such, is particularly sensitive to risks to those types
of companies. These risks include, but are not limited to, small or limited markets for such
securities, changes in business cycles, world economic growth, technological progress, rapid
obsolescence, and government regulation. Securities of Robotics and Automation Companies,
especialy smaller, start-up companies, tend to be more volatile than securities of companies that
do not rely heavily on technology. Rapid change to technologies that affect a company’s
products could have a material adverse effect on such company’ s operating results. Robotics and
Automation Companies may rely on a combination of patents, copyrights, trademarks and trade
secret laws to establish and protect their proprietary rights in their products and technologies.
There can be no assurance that the steps taken by these companies to protect their proprietary
rights will be adequate to prevent the misappropriation of their technology or that competitors
will not independently develop technologies that are substantially equivalent or superior to such
companies technology.

Small- and Mid-Capitalization Risk: The small- and mid-capitalization companies in which the
Fund invests may be more vulnerable to adverse business or economic events than larger, more
established companies, and may underperform other segments of the market or the equity market
as a whole. Securities of small- and mid-capitalization companies generaly trade in lower



volumes, are often more vulnerable to market volatility, and are subject to greater and more
unpredictable price changes than larger capitalization stocks or the stock market as awhole.

Pur chase and Sale of Fund Shares

The Fund will issue (or redeem) Shares to certain institutional investors (typically market makers
or other broker-dealers) only in large blocks of at least 50,000 Shares known as “Creation
Units.” Creation Unit transactions are typically conducted in exchange for the deposit or delivery
of in-kind securities and/or cash constituting a substantial replication, or a representation, of the
securities included in the Fund’s benchmark Index. Individual Shares may only be purchased
and sold on a national securities exchange through a broker-dealer. You can purchase and sell
individual Shares of the Fund throughout the trading day like any publicly traded security. The
Fund’'s Shares are listed on the NASDAQ. The price of the Fund's Shares is based on market
price, and because exchange-traded fund shares trade at market prices rather than NAV, Shares
may trade at a price greater than NAV (premium) or less than NAV (discount). Except when
aggregated in Creation Units, the Fund’s Shares are not redeemable securities.

Tax Information

Distributions made by the Fund may be taxable as ordinary income, qualified dividend income or
long-term capital gains, unless you are investing through a tax-advantaged arrangement, such as
a401(k) plan or individual retirement account. In that case, you may be taxed when you take a
distribution from such account, depending on the type of account, the circumstances of your
distribution, and other factors.

In addition, trading in Shares is subject to
trading halts caused by extraordinary market volatility pursuant to NASDAQ “circuit breaker”
rules.

For example, politica and economic
conditions and changes in regulatory, tax, or economic policy in a country could significantly
affect the market in that country and in surrounding or related countries and have a negative
impact on the Fund’'s performance. Currency developments or restrictions, political and social
instability, and changing economic conditions have resulted in significant market volatility.

Investing in Japan Risk. The growth of Japan’s economy has historically lagged that of
its Asian neighbors and other magjor developed economies. The Japanese economy is
heavily dependent on international trade and has been adversely affected by trade tariffs,
other protectionist measures, competition from emerging economies and the economic
conditions of its trading partners. China has become an important trading partner with
Japan, yet the countries' political relationship has become strained. Should political
tension increase, it could adversely affect the economy, especialy the export sector, and
destabilize the region as a whole. Japan aso remains heavily dependent on oil imports,
and higher commodity prices could therefore have a negative impact on the economy.

Index Tracking Risk: Tracking error refers to the risk that the Sub-Adviser may not be able to
cause the Fund’s performance to match or correlate to that of the Index, either on a daily or
aggregate basis. There are a number of factors that may contribute to the Fund's tracking error,
such as Fund expenses, imperfect correlation between the Fund's investments and those of the
Index, rounding of share prices, the timing or magnitude of changes to the composition of the
Index, regulatory policies, and high portfolio turnover rate. The Fund incurs operating expenses
not applicable to the Index and incurs costs associated with buying and selling securities,
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especially when rebalancing the Fund' s securities holdings to reflect changes in the composition
of the Index. Tracking error may cause the Fund’s performance to be less than expected.

Industry Concentration Risk: To the extent that the Fund concentrates in the securities of issuers
in a particular industry or sector, the Fund may face more risks than if it were diversified more
broadly over numerous industries or sectors. Such industry-based risks, any of which may
adversely affect the Fund may include, but are not limited to, the following: general economic
conditions or cyclical market patterns that could negatively affect supply and demand in a
particular industry; competition for resources, adverse labor relations, political or world events;
obsolescence of technologies; and increased competition or new product introductions that may
affect the profitability or viability of companiesin an industry. In addition, at times, an industry
or sector may be out of favor and underperform other industries or the market as awhole.

Industrials Sector Risk: Stock prices for industrials companies are affected by supply and
demand both for their specific product or service and for industrials sector products in
general. Government regulation, world events, exchange rates and economic conditions,
technological developments and liabilities for environmental damage and general civil
liabilities will likewise affect the performance of these companies. Aerospace and
defense companies, a component of the industrials sector, can be significantly affected by
government spending policies because companies involved in this industry rely to a
significant extent on U.S. and foreign government demand for their products and
services. Thus, the financial condition of, and investor interest in, aerospace and defense
companies are heavily influenced by governmental defense spending policies which are
typically under pressure from efforts to control the U.S. (and other) government budgets.
Transportation stocks, a component of the industrials sector, are cyclica and have
occasional sharp price movements which may result from changes in the economy, fuel
prices, labor agreements and insurance costs.

Technology Sector Risk: The Fund is subject to the risk that market or economic factors
impacting technology companies and companies that rely heavily on technology
advances could have a major effect on the value of the Fund’s investments. The value of
stocks of technology companies and companies that rely heavily on technology is
particularly vulnerable to rapid changes in technology product cycles, rapid product
obsolescence, government regulation and competition, both domestically and
internationally, including competition from foreign competitors with lower production
costs. Technology companies and companies that rely heavily on technology, especially
those of smaller, less-seasoned companies, tend to be more volatile than the overall
market. Technology companies are heavily dependent on patent and intellectual property
rights, the loss or impairment of which may adversely affect profitability. Additionally,
companies in the technology sector may face dramatic and often unpredictable changesin
growth rates and competition for the services of qualified personnel.

Issuer-Specific Risk: Changes in the financial condition of an issuer, changes in specific

economic or political conditions that affect a particular type of security or issuer, and changesin
genera economic or political conditions can affect a security’s or instrument’s value. The value
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of securities of smaller, less well-known issuers can be more volatile than that of larger issuers.
| ssuer-specific events can have a negative impact on the value of the Fund.

Large-Capitalization Risk: Returns on investments in securities of large companies could trail
the returns on investments in securities of smaller and mid-sized companies.

Liquidity Risk: In certain circumstances, it may be difficult for the Fund to purchase and sell
particular portfolio investments due to infrequent trading in such investments. The prices of such
securities may experience significant volatility, make it more difficult for the Fund to transact
significant amounts of such securities without an unfavorable impact on prevailing market
prices, or make it difficult for the Sub-Adviser to dispose of such securities at afair price.

Management Risk: Because the Fund may not fully replicate the Index and may hold fewer than
the total number of securities in the Index and may hold securities not included in the Index, the
Fund is subject to management risk. This is the risk that the Sub-Adviser’'s security selection
process, which is subject to a number of constraints, may not produce the intended results.

Market Risk: An investment in the Fund involves risks similar to those of investing in any fund
of equity securities, such as market fluctuations caused by such factors as economic and political
developments, changes in interest rates and perceived trends in securities prices. The values of
equity securities could decline generaly or could underperform other investments. Different
types of equity securities tend to go through cycles of out-performance and under-performancein
comparison to the general securities markets. In addition, securities may decline in value due to
factors affecting a specific issuer, market or securities markets generally.

Micro-Capitalization Risk: The micro-capitalization companies in which the Fund may invest
may be more vulnerable to adverse business or economic events than larger, more established
companies, and may underperform other segments of the market or the equity market as awhole.
Securities of micro-capitalization companies generaly trade in lower volumes, are often more
vulnerable to market volatility, and are subject to greater and more unpredictable price changes
than larger capitalization stocks or the stock market as awhole.

Non-Diversification Risk: The Fund is non-diversified, meaning that, as compared to a
diversified fund, it can invest a greater percentage of its assets in securities issued by or
representing a small number of issuers. As aresult, the performance of these issuers can have a
substantial impact on the Fund’ s performance.

Passive Investment Risk: The Fund is not actively managed. Therefore, unless a specific security
is removed from the Index, or the selling of Shares of that security is otherwise required upon a
rebalancing of the Index as addressed in the Index methodology, the Fund generally would not
sell a security because the security’s issuer was in financia trouble. If a specific security is
removed from the Index, the Fund may be forced to sell such security at an inopportune time or
for a price other than the security’s current market value. An investment in the Fund involves
risks similar to those of investing in any equity securities traded on an exchange, such as market
fluctuations caused by such factors as economic and political developments, changes in interest
rates and perceived trends in security prices. It is anticipated that the value of Fund Shares will
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decline, more or less, in correspondence with any decline in value of the Index. The Index may
not contain the appropriate mix of securities for any particular point in the business cycle of the
overall economy, particular economic sectors, or narrow industries within which the commercial
activities of the companies comprising the portfolio securities holdings of the Fund are
conducted, and the timing of movements from one type of security to another in seeking to
replicate the Index could have a negative effect on the Fund. Unlike with an actively managed
fund, the Adviser does not use techniques or defensive strategies designed to lessen the effects of
market volatility or to reduce the impact of periods of market decline. This means that, based on
market and economic conditions, the Fund's performance could be lower than other types of
mutual funds that may actively shift their portfolio assets to take advantage of market
opportunities or to lessen the impact of a market decline.

Preferred Securities Risk: Preferred securities are subordinated to bonds and other debt
instruments in a company’s capital structure and therefore will be subject to greater credit risk
than those debt instruments. In addition, preferred securities are subject to other risks, such as
having no or limited voting rights, being subject to special redemption rights, having
distributions deferred or skipped, having limited liquidity, changing tax treatments and possibly
being in heavily regulated industries.

Robotics and Automation Companies Risk: The Fund invests primarily in the equity securities of
Robotics and Automation Companies and, as such, is particularly sensitive to risks to those types
of companies. These risks include, but are not limited to, small or limited markets for such
securities, changes in business cycles, world economic growth, technological progress, rapid
obsolescence, and government regulation. Securities of Robotics and Automation Companies,
especialy smaller, start-up companies, tend to be more volatile than securities of companies that
do not rely heavily on technology. Rapid change to technologies that affect a company’s
products could have a material adverse effect on such company’ s operating results. Robotics and
Automation Companies may rely on a combination of patents, copyrights, trademarks and trade
secret laws to establish and protect their proprietary rights in their products and technologies.
There can be no assurance that the steps taken by these companies to protect their proprietary
rights will be adequate to prevent the misappropriation of their technology or that competitors
will not independently develop technologies that are substantially equivalent or superior to such
companies technology.

Small- and Mid-Capitalization Risk: The small- and mid-capitalization companies in which the
Fund invests may be more vulnerable to adverse business or economic events than larger, more
established companies, and may underperform other segments of the market or the equity market
as a whole. Securities of small- and mid-capitalization companies generaly trade in lower
volumes, are often more vulnerable to market volatility, and are subject to greater and more
unpredictable price changes than larger capitalization stocks or the stock market as awhole.

Additional | nvestment Strategies

The Fund, using an “indexing” investment approach, seeks to provide investment results that,
before fees and expenses, correspond generally to the price and yield performance of the Index.
A number of factors may affect the Fund’s ability to achieve a high correlation with the Index,
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including the degree to which the Fund utilizes a sampling methodology. There can be no
guarantee that the Fund will achieve a high degree of correlation.

The Fund may sell securities that are represented in the Index or purchase securities not yet
represented in the Index, in anticipation of their removal from or addition to the Index. There
may also be instances in which the Sub-Adviser may choose to overweight securities in the
Index, thus causing the Sub-Adviser to purchase or sell securities not in the Index which the Sub-
Adviser believes are appropriate to substitute for certain securities in the Index or utilize various
combinations of other available investment techniques in seeking to track the Index. The Fund
will not take defensive positions.

The Fund may change its investment objective and the Index without shareholder approval.

Additional Risks

Fluctuation of NAV: The NAV of Fund Shares will generaly fluctuate with changes in the
market value of the Fund's securities holdings. The market prices of Shares will generaly
fluctuate in accordance with changes in the Fund’s NAV and supply and demand of Shares on
NASDAQ. It cannot be predicted whether Fund Shares will trade below, at or above their NAV.
Price differences may be due, in large part, to the fact that supply and demand forces at work in
the secondary trading market for Shares will be closely related to, but not identical to, the same
forces influencing the prices of the securities of the Index trading individually or in the aggregate
at any point in time. The market prices of Fund Shares may deviate significantly from the NAV
of the Shares during periods of market volatility. While the creation/redemption feature is
designed to make it likely that Fund Shares normally will trade close to the Fund’'s NAV,
disruptions to creations and redemptions may result in trading prices that differ significantly
from the Fund’s NAV. If an investor purchases Fund Shares at a time when the market priceis at
a premium to the NAV of the Shares or sells at a time when the market price is at a discount to
the NAV of the Shares, then the investor may sustain losses.

Costs of Buying or Selling Shares: Investors buying or selling Fund Shares in the secondary
market will pay brokerage commissions or other charges imposed by brokers as determined by
that broker. Brokerage commissions are often a fixed amount and may be a significant
proportional cost for investors seeking to buy or sell relatively small amounts of Shares. In
addition, secondary market investors will also incur the cost of the difference between the price
that an investor iswilling to pay for Shares (the “bid” price) and the price at which an investor is
willing to sell Shares (the “ask” price). This difference in bid and ask prices is often referred to
as the “spread” or “bid/ask spread.” The bid/ask spread varies over time for Shares based on
trading volume and market liquidity, and is generally lower if the Fund’'s Shares have more
trading volume and market liquidity and higher if the Fund's Shares have little trading volume
and market liquidity. Further, increased market volatility may cause increased bid/ask spreads.
Due to the costs of buying or selling Shares, including bid/ask spreads, frequent trading of
Shares may significantly reduce investment results and an investment in Shares may not be
advisable for investors who anticipate regularly making small investments.

I nformation Regarding the I ndex

The Index was created on August 2, 2013 and is designed to measure the performance of
Robotics and Automation Companies. Eligible Index components are common and preferred
equity securities. Convertible stock, bonds, warrants, rights, and preferred stock that provide a
guaranteed fixed return are not eligible for inclusion in the Index. Robotics and Automation
Companies dligible for inclusion in the Index will derive a portion of revenues and profits from
robotics-related and/or automation-related products and/or services, as determined by the Index
Provider. Eligible Index components are companies that have a market capitalization exceeding
$200 million at the time of inclusion on the Index and a minimum trailing 1-year average daily
volume of $200,000. Index components are selected from a proprietary database of Robotics and
Automation Companies that are organized into two genera categories. technologies and
applications. Robotics and Automation Companies are categorized as technologies if they
manufacture or provide services related to any machinery, equipment, devices or sensors
supporting a robot performing its task. Robotics and Automation Companies are also
categorized as technologies if they provide key-enabling software and processing technologies
used to advance the conversion to autonomous systems. Robotics and Automation Companies
are categorized as applications if they incorporate multiple robotic and automation technologies
into their product or manufacturing process to improve efficiency in traditional business lines as
well as the development of entirely new business propositions. Each category’ s representation in
the Index varies. The Index consists of amix of “bellwether” stocks, securities which the Index
Provider believes are indicative of the performance of Robotics and Automation Companies as a
whole, and “non-bellwether” stocks, securities of companies that have a distinct segment of their
business involved in robotics-related and/or automation-related products and/or services, that the
Index Provider believes will drive higher revenues as such products and/or services expand.
Index components are generally weighted 40% bellwether stocks and 60% non-bellwether stocks
a the time of the Index rebalance. The Index consists of securities of both U.S. and foreign
issuers, including securities of issuers located in emerging market countries. The Index Provider
expects, under normal circumstances, at least 40% of the Index components to represent
securities of non-U.S. issuers. The Index is rebalanced and additions are made quarterly.
Deletions from the Index may be made at any time due to changes in business, mergers,
acquisitions, bankruptcies, suspensions, de-listings and spin-offs, or for other reasons as
determined at the sole discretion of the Index Provider. All additions, deletions and share
changes are typically announced three days ahead of their effective date. These announcements
are posted on the Index Provider’s website at www.roboglobaletfs.com. All quarterly changes
are also announced three days ahead of the effective date. Daily index values can be viewed on
Bloomberg and Reuters. As of June 30, 2016, the Index comprised 81 securities. As of June 30,
2016, the average market capitalization and one-year trading volume of the Index components
were $7.53 billion and $6.62 billion, respectively. More information about the Index may be
reviewed on the following website: www.robogl obal etfs.com.
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Fund M anagement

Adviser. Exchange Traded Concepts, LLC, or the Adviser, an Oklahoma limited liability
company, is located at 10900 Hefner Pointe Drive, Suite 207, Oklahoma City, Oklahoma 73120.
The Adviser was formed in 2009 and provides investment advisory services to other exchange-
traded funds. Under an investment advisory agreement between the Trust, on behalf of the Fund,
and the Adviser, the Adviser provides investment advice to the Fund primarily in the form of
proactive oversight of the Sub-Adviser, including daily monitoring of the purchase and sae of
securities by the Sub-Adviser and regular review of the Sub-Adviser’s performance. The Adviser
also arranges for transfer agency, custody, fund administration and accounting, and other non-
distribution related services necessary for the Fund to operate. The Adviser administers the
Fund's business affairs, provides office facilities and equipment and certain clerical,
bookkeeping and administrative services, and provides its officers and employees to serve as
officers or Trustees of the Trust. For the services it provides to the Fund, the Fund pays the
Adviser a fee, which is calculated daily and paid monthly, at an annual rate of 0.95% on the
average daily net assets of the Fund.

Under the investment advisory agreement, the Adviser has agreed to pay all expenses incurred
by the Fund except for the advisory fee, interest, taxes, brokerage commissions and other
expenses incurred in placing orders for the purchase and sale of securities and other investment
instruments, acquired fund fees and expenses, extraordinary expenses, and distribution fees and
expenses paid by the Trust under any distribution plan adopted pursuant to Rule 12b-1 under the
1940 Act.

Pursuant to an SEC exemptive order and subject to the conditions of that order, the Adviser may,
with Board approval but without shareholder approval, change or select new sub-advisers,
materially amend the terms of an agreement with a sub-adviser (including an increase in its fee),
or continue the employment of a sub-adviser after an event that would otherwise cause the
automatic termination of services. Shareholders will be notified of any sub-adviser changes.

ub-Adviser. Vident Investment Advisory, LLC, or the Sub-Adviser, is a Delaware limited
liability company located at 300 Colonial Center Parkway, Suite 330, Roswell, Georgia 30076.
The Sub-Adviser was formed in 2014 and provides investment advisory services to exchange-
traded funds, including the Fund. The Sub-Adviser is responsible for trading portfolio securities
and other investment instruments on behalf of the Fund, including selecting broker-dealers to
execute purchase and sale transactions, as instructed by the Adviser or in connection with any
rebalancing or reconstitution of the Index, subject to the supervision of the Adviser and the
Board. Under a sub-advisory agreement, the Adviser pays the Sub-Adviser a fee, calculated
dailly and paid monthly, at an annual rate 0.04% on the average daily net assets of the Fund,
subject to a $20,000 minimum fee.

with the Adviser and the sub-advisory agreement with the Sub-Adviser is available in the Fund’'s
Annua Report for the year ended April 30, 2015.
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Portfolio M anager

Denise M. Krisko, CFA, joined the Sub-Adviser asits President in November 2014 and has over
twenty years of investment management experience. Prior to joining the Sub-Adviser, Ms.
Krisko was the Chief Investment Officer of Index Management Solutions, LLC during which
time she served as portfolio manager of the Fund, from the Fund's inception in October 2013
through November 2014. Prior to that, she was a Managing Director and Co-Head of the Equity
Index Management and Head of East Coast Equity Index Strategies for Mellon Capital
Management. She was also a Managing Director of The Bank of New Y ork and Head of Equity
Index Strategies for BNY Investment Advisors from August 2005 until the merger of The Bank
of New York with Mellon Bank in 2007, when she assumed her role with Mellon Capital
Management. Ms. Krisko attained the Chartered Financial Anayst designation in 2000. Ms.
Krisko graduated with a BS from Pennsylvania State University and obtained her MBA from
Villanova University.

The SAI provides additional information about Ms. Krisko's compensation, other accounts
managed, and ownership of Fund Shares.

Buying and Selling Fund Shares

Fund Shares are listed for secondary trading on NASDAQ. When you buy or séll the Fund’'s
Shares on the secondary market, you will pay or receive the market price. You may incur
customary brokerage commissions and charges and may pay some or all of the spread between
the bid and the offered price in the secondary market on each leg of a round trip (purchase and
sale) transaction. The Shares will trade on NASDAQ at prices that may differ to varying degrees
from the daily NAV of the Shares. A “Business Day” with respect to the Fund is any day on
which NASDAQ is open for business. NASDAQ is generally open Monday through Friday and
is closed on weekends and the following holidays. New Year's Day, Martin Luther King, Jr.
Day, Presidents Day, Good Friday, Memoriad Day, Independence Day, Labor Day,
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.

NAYV per share for the Fund is computed by dividing the value of the net assets of the Fund (i.e.
the value of its total assets less total liabilities) by its total number of Shares outstanding.
Expenses and fees, including management and distribution fees, if any, are accrued daily and
taken into account for purposes of determining NAV. NAV is determined each business day,
normally as of the close of regular trading of NASDAQ (ordinarily 4:00 p.m., Eastern time).

NASDAQ (or market data vendors or other information providers) will disseminate, every
fifteen seconds during the regular trading day, an intraday value of the Fund’'s Shares, also
known as the “indicative optimized portfolio value,” or I0PV. The IOPV calculations are
estimates of the value of the Fund’'s NAV per Share and are based on the current market value of
the securities and/or cash required to be deposited in exchange for a Creation Unit. Premiums
and discounts between the IOPV and the market price may occur. The IOPV does not necessarily
reflect the precise composition of the current portfolio of securities held by the Fund at a
particular point in time or the best possible valuation of the current portfolio. Therefore, it should
not be viewed as a“real-time”’ update of the NAV per share of the Fund, which is calculated only
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once a day. The quotations of certain holdings of the Fund may not be updated during U.S.
trading hours if such holdings do not trade in the United States. Neither the Fund, the Adviser,
the Sub-Adviser or any of their affiliates are involved in, or responsible for, the calculation or
dissemination of the IOPV and make no warranty as to its accuracy.

When determining NAV, the value of the Fund's portfolio securities is based on market prices of
the securities, which generally means a valuation obtained from an exchange or other market (or
based on a price quotation or other equivaent indication of the value supplied by an exchange or
other market) or a valuation obtained from an independent pricing service. If a security’s market
price is not readily available or does not otherwise accurately reflect the fair value of the
security, the security will be valued by another method that the Board believes will better reflect
fair value in accordance with the Trust’s valuation policies and procedures. Fair value pricing
may be used in avariety of circumstances, including but not limited to, situations when the value
of a security in the Fund's portfolio has been materially affected by events occurring after the
close of the market on which the security is principally traded but prior to the close of NASDAQ
(such as in the case of a corporate action or other news that may materially affect the price of a
security) or trading in a security has been suspended or halted. Accordingly, the Fund’'s NAV
may reflect certain portfolio securities' fair values rather than their market prices.

Fair value pricing involves subjective judgments and it is possible that a fair value determination
for a security will materialy differ from the value that could be realized upon the sale of the
security. In addition, fair value pricing could result in a difference between the prices used to
calculate the Fund's NAV and the prices used by the Fund's index. This may result in a
difference between the Fund’ s performance and the performance of the Fund’s Index.

Freguent Purchases and Redemptions of Fund Shares

The Fund does not impose any restrictions on the frequency of purchases and redemptions of
Creation Units; however, the Fund reserves the right to reject or limit purchases at any time as
described in the SAI. When considering that no restriction or policy was necessary, the Board
evaluated the risks posed by arbitrage and market timing activities, such as whether frequent
purchases and redemptions would interfere with the efficient implementation of the Fund's
investment strategy, or whether they would cause the Fund to experience increased transaction
costs. The Board considered that, unlike traditional mutual funds, Shares are issued and
redeemed only in large quantities of Shares known as Creation Units available only from the
Fund directly to afew institutional investors (“ Authorized Participants’), and that most trading in
the Fund occurs on the exchange at prevailing market prices and does not involve the Fund
directly. Given this structure, the Board determined that it is unlikely that trading due to
arbitrage opportunities or market timing by shareholders would result in negative impact to the
Fund or its shareholders. In addition, frequent trading of Shares done by Authorized Participants
and arbitrageursis critical to ensuring that the market price remains at or closeto NAV.

Other Considerations

Distribution and Service Plan. The Fund has adopted a Distribution and Service Plan in
accordance with Rule 12b-1 under the 1940 Act pursuant to which payments of up to 0.25% of
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the Fund's average daily net assets may be made for the sale and distribution of its Shares.
However, the Board has determined that no payments pursuant to the Distribution and Service
Plan will be made during the twelve (12) month period from the date of this Prospectus.
Thereafter, 12b-1 fees may only be imposed after approval by the Board. Any forgone 12b-1
fees during the 12 month period will not be recoverable during any subsequent period. Because
these fees would be paid out of the Fund's assets on an on-going basis, if payments are made in
the future, these fees will increase the cost of your investment and may cost you more than
paying other types of sales charges.

Dividends, Distributions and Taxes

Fund Distributions

The Fund pays out dividends from its net investment income and distributes its net capital gains,
if any, to investors at least annually.

Dividend Reinvestment Service

Brokers may make available to their customers who own the Fund’s Shares the DTC book-entry
dividend reinvestment service. If this service is available and used, dividend distributions of both
income and capital gains will automatically be reinvested in additional whole Shares of the Fund
purchased on the secondary market. Without this service, investors would receive their
distributionsin cash. In order to achieve the maximum total return on their investments, investors
are encouraged to use the dividend reinvestment service. To determine whether the dividend
reinvestment service is available and whether there is a commission or other charge for using this
service, consult your broker. Brokers may require the Fund’s shareholders to adhere to specific
procedures and timetabl es.

Tax Information

The following is a summary of some important U.S. federal income tax issues that affect the
Fund and its shareholders. The summary is based on current tax laws, which may be changed by
legislative, judicial or administrative action. You should not consider this summary to be a
comprehensive explanation of the tax treatment of the Fund, or the tax consequences of an
investment in the Fund. This summary does not apply to Shares held in an individual retirement
account or other tax-qualified plans, which are generally not subject to current tax. Transactions
relating to Shares held in such accounts may, however, be taxable at some time in the future.

The Fund intends to qualify for the specia tax treatment afforded to regulated investment
companies under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Internal Revenue
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Code”). If the Fund maintains its qualification as a regulated investment company and meets
certain minimum distribution requirements, then the Fund is generally not subject to tax at the
fund level on income and gains from investments that are timely distributed to shareholders.
However, if the Fund fails to qualify as a regulated investment company or to meet minimum
distribution requirements it would result (if certain relief provisions were not available) in fund-
level taxation and consequently a reduction in income available for distribution to shareholders.

Tax Satus of Distributions

e The Fund intends to distribute for each year substantially all of its net investment income
and net capital gainsincome.

e Dividends and distributions are generally taxable to you whether you receive them in
cash or reinvest them in additional Shares. Distributions are generally taxable even if they
are paid from income or gains earned by the Fund before your investment (and thus were
included in the price you paid for your shares).

e Theincome dividends you receive from the Fund may be taxed as either ordinary income
or “qualified dividend income,” depending on your tax situation. Dividends that are
reported by the Fund as qualified dividend income are generally taxable to noncorporate
shareholders at a maximum tax rate currently set at 20% (lower rates apply to individuals
in lower tax brackets). Qualified dividend income generaly is income derived from
dividends paid to the Fund by U.S. corporations or certain foreign corporations that are
either incorporated in a U.S. possession or digible for tax benefits under certain U.S.
income tax treaties. In addition, dividends that the Fund receives in respect of stock of
certain foreign corporations may be qualified dividend income if that stock is readily
tradable on an established U.S. securities market. For such dividends to be taxed as
qualified dividend income to a non-corporate shareholder, the Fund must satisfy certain
holding period requirements with respect to the underlying stock and the non-corporate
shareholder must satisfy holding period requirements with respect to his or her ownership
of the Fund’'s Shares. Holding periods may be suspended for these purposes for stock
that is hedged.

e Distributions from the Fund's short-term capital gains are generally taxable as ordinary
income. Distributions from the Fund’ s net capital gain (the excess of the Fund’s net long-
term capital gains over its net short-term capital 1osses) are taxable as long-term capital
gains regardless of how long you have owned your Shares. For noncorporate
shareholders, long-term capital gains are generaly taxable at a maximum tax rate
currently set at 20% (lower rates apply to individuals in lower tax brackets).

e All other Fund distributions are generally taxable as ordinary income.
e U.S. individuals with income exceeding $200,000 ($250,000 if married and filing jointly)
are subject to a 3.8% Medicare contribution tax on all or a portion of their “net

investment income,” which includes interest, dividends, and certain capital gains
(including certain capital gain distributions and capital gains realized on the sale of
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Shares of the Fund). This 3.8% tax also appliesto all or a portion of the undistributed net
investment income of certain shareholders that are estates and trusts.

e Corporate shareholders may be entitled to a dividends-received deduction for the portion
of dividends they receive from the Fund that are attributable to dividends received by the
Fund from U.S. corporations, subject to certain limitations.

e Distributions paid in January but declared by the Fund in October, November or
December of the previous year payable to shareholders of record in such a month may be
taxable to you in the previous year.

e You should note that if you purchase Shares just before a distribution, the purchase price
would reflect the amount of the upcoming distribution. In this case, you would be taxed
on the entire amount of the distribution received, even though, as an economic matter, the
distribution simply constitutes a return of your investment. This is known as “buying a
dividend” and should be avoided by taxable investors.

e The Fund (or its administrative agent) will inform you of the amount of your ordinary
income dividends, qualified dividend income, and net capital gain distributions shortly
after the close of each calendar year.

e To the extent the Fund invests in foreign securities, it may be subject to foreign
withholding taxes with respect to dividends or interest the Fund received from sources in
foreign countries. If more than 50% of the total assets of the Fund consist of foreign
securities, the Fund will be eligible to elect to treat some of those taxes as a distribution
to shareholders, which would allow shareholders to offset some of their U.S. federal
income tax. The Fund (or its administrative agent) will notify you if it makes such an
election and provide you with the information necessary to reflect foreign taxes paid on
your income tax return.

Tax Satus of Share Transactions

Each sale of Fund Shares or redemption of Creation Units will generally be a taxable event. Any
capital gain or loss realized upon a sale of Fund Sharesis generally treated as along-term gain or
loss if the Shares have been held for more than twelve months. Any capital gain or loss realized
upon a sale of Fund Shares held for twelve months or less is generally treated as short-term gain
or loss. Any capital loss on the sale of Shares held for six months or less is treated as long-term
capital loss to the extent distributions of net capital gain were paid (or treated as paid) with
respect to such Shares. Any loss realized on a sale will be disallowed to the extent shares of the
Fund are acquired, including through reinvestment of dividends, within a 61-day period
beginning 30 days before and ending 30 days after the disposition of Fund Shares. For tax
purposes, an exchange of Fund Shares for shares of adifferent fund isthe sasme asasae.

A person who exchanges securities for Creation Units generally will recognize gain or loss from

the exchange. The gain or loss will be equal to the difference between (i) the market value of the
Creation Units at the time of the exchange plus any cash received in the exchange and (ii) the
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exchanger’s aggregate basis in the securities surrendered plus any cash paid for the Creation
Units. A person who exchanges Creation Units for securities will generally recognize a gain or
loss equal to the difference between (i) the exchanger’s basis in the Creation Units and (ii) the
aggregate market value of the securities and the amount of cash received.

Non-U.S Individual Investors

Distributions (other than capital gain dividends) paid to individual shareholders that are neither
citizens nor residents of the U.S. or to foreign entities will generally be subject toaU.S.
withholding tax at the rate of 30%, unless alower treaty rate applies. The Fund may, under
certain circumstances, report all or a portion of adividend as an “interest-related dividend” or a
“short-term capital gain dividend,” which would generally be exempt from this 30% U.S.
withholding tax, provided certain other requirements are met.

The foregoing discussion summarizes some of the consequences under current U.S. federa
income tax law of an investment in the Fund. It is not a substitute for personal tax advice.
Consult your personal tax advisor about the potential tax consequences of an investment in the
Fund under al applicable tax laws.

Additional | nformation

Other Information

For purposes of the 1940 Act, the Fund is treated as a registered investment company. Section
12(d)(1) of the 1940 Act restricts investments by investment companies in the securities of other
investment companies, including Shares of the Fund. The SEC has issued an exemptive order to
the Trust permitting registered investment companies to invest in exchange-traded funds offered
by the Trust beyond the limits of Section 12(d)(1) subject to certain terms and conditions,
including that such registered investment companies enter into an agreement with the Trust.

Continuous Offering

The method by which Creation Units are purchased and traded may raise certain issues under
applicable securities laws. Because new Creation Units are issued and sold by the Fund on an
ongoing basis, at any point a*“distribution,” as such term is used in the Securities Act of 1933, as
amended (the “Securities Act”), may occur. Broker-dealers and other persons are cautioned that
some activities on their part may, depending on the circumstances, result in their being deemed
participants in a distribution in a manner which could render them statutory underwriters and
subject them to the Prospectus delivery and liability provisions of the Securities Act.

For example, a broker-deaer firm or its client may be deemed a statutory underwriter if it takes
Creation Units after placing an order with the Fund's distributor, breaks them down into
individual Shares, and sells such Shares directly to customers, or if it chooses to couple the
creation of a supply of new Shares with an active selling effort involving solicitation of
secondary market demand for Shares. A determination of whether one is an underwriter for
purposes of the Securities Act must take into account all the facts and circumstances pertaining
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to the activities of the broker-dealer or its client in the particular case, and the examples
mentioned above should not be considered a complete description of all the activities that could
lead to categorization as an underwriter.

Broker-dealer firms should also note that dealers who are not “underwriters’ but are effecting
transactions in Shares, whether or not participating in the distribution of Shares, are generaly
required to deliver a prospectus. This is because the prospectus delivery exemption in Section
4(a)(3) of the Securities Act is not available with respect to such transactions as a result of
Section 24(d) of the 1940 Act. As aresult, broker dealer-firms should note that dealers who are
not underwriters but are participating in a distribution (as contrasted with ordinary secondary
market transactions) and thus dealing with Shares that are part of an over-alotment within the
meaning of Section 4(a)(3)(a) of the Securities Act would be unable to take advantage of the
prospectus delivery exemption provided by Section 4(a)(3) of the Securities Act. Firms that incur
a prospectus delivery obligation with respect to Shares of the Fund are reminded that under Rule
153 of the Securities Act, a prospectus delivery obligation under Section 5(b)(2) of the Securities
Act owed to an exchange member in connection with a sale on NASDAQ is satisfied by the fact
that the Fund's Prospectus is available on the SEC’s electronic filing system. The prospectus
delivery mechanism provided in Rule 153 is only available with respect to transactions on an
exchange.
